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Our second public concert was held on Sunday June 9" with Donnie Rankin

at the console of the Capitol Wurlitzer. Donnie played a wide variety of music
including many popular and theatre organ favorites plus a medley of Nat King Cole
tunes and a James Bond medley. His arrangements and registrations made full use of
the organ’s dynamic range. Donnie did a great job and the audience enthusiastically en-
joyed his program. While we had a good turnout from our SVTOS members, the paid attend-
ance from the general public was very disappointing.

The 2019 ATOS Convention was held in Rochester, NY, from June 30" through July 5" and we had
twelve SVTOS members attending the convention this year. That may be a record number of attendees
from SVTOS for an ATOS Convention. While there were many great organs, organists, and venues, the
highlight of the convention for me was the spectacular Shea’s Buffalo Theatre and it’s 4/28 Wurlitzer un-
der the capable hands of Mark Herman and Richard Hills. Overall the convention was a success with over
400 ATOS members attending.

Our 2019-2020 season starts on Monday September 9™ with a documentary video about the mysterious
organist Korla Pandit, followed by open console.

Our public concert is on Sunday October 6™ at 3:00 PM with Ken Double at the Capitol Wurlitzer. Ken
will also accompany the short silent film comedy “That’s My Wife” starring Laurel & Hardy as part of his
program. SVTOS members will again be eligible to receive two free tickets with their membership for the
new season. We encourage all of our members to bring along guests and spread the word about the
concert. We need to increase our attendance from the general public.

We will have three very talented young organists for our showcases: Luke Staisiunas in March,

Justin LaVoie in April, and Dan Minervini June. Our usual open console days will again be in January and
February, and our annual Christmas program will be in December at Masonic Village in Elizabethtown,
PA.

With the start of the new season, dues will be payable starting in September. A membership renewal
form will be included with the September newsletter for your convenience.
