Wourlitzer and a polished professional behind the mic. And that Skip Stine
on trumpet ... sweet!! The cameo by Connor Ream was a huge highlight. And several people told us
how much they liked the video of the keyboards.

The results were also incredible. Attendance was over 250. Total revenue including ticket sales,
sponsors and donors was over $6,600!! All the expenses are not in yet, but they should total somewhat
less than that.

And incredible describes the work that went into making the show such a success. Here are just a few
examples:

e Larry Fenner and Barry Howard each put in over a year of effort including preparing the flyer,
negotiating a complicated contract, shopping for the required insurance, arranging practice
times, hosting the artists and much more!!

e Sam Groh and Gary Coller personally visited retirement homes to encourage group sales. Sam

even brought some staff members to the theatre to see and hear the instrument.

Terry Nace prepared and tuned the instrument (including one very late night).

Don Kinnier helped Connor get ready and brought along the screen and projection equipment.

Roy Wainwright provided the camera with the wireless link and took some still pictures.

Emmitte Miller kept accurate track of all the money.

We counted 14 members who stepped up to my challenge and bought five tickets for $60—

some more than five.
