The Allen Theatre is one half block east of the traffic light on
Rt. 422. Street parking is also available.

Harrisburg and West Shore Area - Rt. 322 East to Rt. 422 East (just before Hershey) through center of
Hershey, Palmyra, and into Annville. At the traffic light, patrons can park behind Fulton Bank after
banking hours. The Allen Theatre is one half block east of the traffic light on Rt. 422. Street parking is
also available. Alternate route: Rt. 81 North to exit 85A (Rt. 934, Annville. Take Route 934 South for
about 7 miles to traffic light in Annville. Just before the light, patrons may park behind Fulton Bank
(after banking hours) or travel just beyond light and park behind the Sunoco station.

From Reading: Use Rt. 422 West through Lebanon, Cleona, and into Annville. We are 7 minutes from
Lebanon on Rt.
