between the City of San Diego and the Spreckels Organ Society. 

The Austin pipe organ, and the Pavilion designed by Harrison 
Albright to house it, were a gift from brothers John and Adolph 
Spreckels to the people of the world, offering free music in the 
days before commercial radio, television, or movies with sound.
